I. Call to order

II. A motion to approve minutes from July 12, 2010 meeting was made by Scott M and seconded  by Paul G.

III. Green Team Update:  Brian and Scott met with Brad Marquardt (Public Works Dept) to discuss the recycling issue for the city of Wausau.  Wausau does not currently have an up-to-date recycling ordinance.  They discussed changing the city’s “special event permit” to include non-residential locations as a way to require recycling be part of any special event.  An additional provision or statement on the permit and a detailed plan for recycling was discussed with Brad.  He stated that it could be developed by the Commission and he would pass it on to the appropriate committees.  Sara will talk with Mayor Tipple about how to go about bringing the issue to City Council.

The new requirement would add the following to Chapter 6.44 SOLID WASTE DISPOSAL of the City Codes:  “Special events are included in the definition of Nonresidential locations.”    

In addition, the Special Events Permit would be modified to include the specific mention of recycling requirements under item 14 of the questionnaire.  This part would require identification of the number and type of recycling containers, dates of delivery and pick-up for recycling containers, a statement that recycled items would not go to landfills and a summary total for recyclables from the event.

These changes help the city comply with DNR requirements and help establish recycling guidelines for special events in the city.  It would also be another indication that the city is taking action on the Eco-municipality resolution it adopted.
